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The course at the Evian Resort Golf Club is
an 18-hole course (6,120 metres - 6,693 yards,
par 72) located in Evian-les-Bains, France.
Its location on the shores of Lake Geneva, at
the foot of the Alps, offers stunning views all
the way round the course. It is one of the most

beautiful golf courses in France.

The Evian Resort Golf Club offers a venue
fitting for its Evian Championship status and
the talent of its champions, while also providing
amateur players (maximum handicap of 35) a

course on which they can fully express their golf.
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“It’'s a great course, pretty complicated.
You really need to keep the ball

on the fairway. The rough is pretty thick.
The greens play fast, some of the putts
can be really tricky. You have to think
about a lot of things, but that's what

makes it a great course.”

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“This is a severely downhill par 3.

It is extremely hard to gauge the distance and
strength of the wind. Choosing the right club
becomes a real challenge. The green slopes
downwards with the upper tier to the right
and the lower tier to the left.

It is advisable to play past the pin and finish

with an uphill putt, which is easier.”

"A par 3 with a green guarded by water to the
front and right. You must make sure you use a
club with enough distance to get past the water

hazard and aim for the left side of the green.”

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“The key thing on this hole is to play a smart
approach to the green. Sometimes, depending
on the conditions, you can reach the green in 2,

but watch out for the bunkers.

You must make sure you can play over
the bunkers if you go for this option.
Otherwise, you can play safe on this par 5in 3
shots, laying your second shot up short of the

bunkers, which generally leaves a short iron or

even a wedge.”




“This is a really long par 3.
| even used a 3-wood during training!
There is a lot of wind on this hole,
so club selection is critical.
You mustn’t push your luck.
You need to aim for the middle of the green

because par is easy from here.”

“Hole 16 is a cute little par 3
that’s not so cute when the wind gets up!
From a fan’s perspective, it looks much shorter
and easier than it plays.
I've hit it with a 6-iron to the front pin,
8 9 irons if the wind’s behind me.

The tee’s a little bit more elevated than
the greens so we hit down towards the green,
but | think the best pin and normally
the final day pin is in the bow! on the left side
of the green. I've seen a hole-in-one there,
Mika Miyazato used the slope perfectly
to her right and fit it in.”
